Version 1.2.2 Software Release
The 8964ENC software release 1.2.2 adds the following feature:

¢ Burst enable/disable control in the Video Proc controls

Burst Enahle/Disable

A control to turn Burst on and off in the Video Processor has been added to
the local and remote controls.

Remote Control
Burst can be turned on (default) or off by using the Video Proc web page
shown in Figure 1. Turn Burst on by selecting the Burst checkbox, disable it

by unchecking the box.

Version 1.2.2 Software Release

Burst can also be controlled remotely by a Newton Control Panel. Controls
for Burst for each channel are shown in the Newton Control Panel Config-
urator example in Figure 2. Instructions for using these controls are pro-
vided in the Newton Control Panel Instruction Manual.

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Local Control

To enable or disable Burst for each channel with the on-board local controls,
select the desired channel using the Channel Select Mode controls
described in the 8964ENC User Manual. Select Bank 1 (2nd LED off), Func-
tion Setting A. Moving the paddle switch up, enables Burst, moving it
down, disables Burst in the Video Processor.

Known Software Issues

Reference input

On occasion, when the reference input is changed from 525 to 625 then back to 525, the output signal on a 36182
channel will be distorted due to a failure to lock to the reference sync. Changing the reference may also cause a 369 46¥
vertical offset to occur in the video output. Reseating the module will correct both conditions.
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Hardware Requirements

Hardware modifications may be necessary on some versions of the module
to enable updating or to be compatible with the latest software. Modifica-

tion instructions are given in the form of Field Modification Notes (FMN)

available from Grass Valley Customer Service (see Accessing Reference Doc-
uments on page 9).

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Acquiring and Updating Software

NetConfig Method

To use this method, you must have the NetConfig Networking Application
option running on a networked PC on the same subnet as the frame with
an 8900NET module and the 8964ENC/-FS to be updated. Two files are
required for updating software, an .fld and an .sw2 for the module being
updated. For acquiring software, refer to Acquiring and Updating Software
on page 6.

Locate the PC directory in which the NetConfig application has been
installed. The default location is C:\Program Files\Grass Valley
Group\NetConfig.

If this is not where NetConfig was installed, right-click on the Net-
Contfig desktop shortcut and select Properties, click on the Shortcut tab
and note the location of the installation in the Start In field.

Copy the .sw2 file for the module update into the main NetConfig
directory.

Create a subdirectory named modular (if one does not already exist) in
the main NetConfig directory.

Copy the .fld file for the update into this modular subdirectory in the
Netconfig directory.

Open NetConfig and click on the Load SW icon on the top toolbar
(shown at left).

The NetConfig Update Devices window will open showing the device
types available for update (Figure 3 on page 8).

These device types and versions represent the .sw2 and .fld files loaded
in the NetConfig main directory and the modular subdirectory. These
tiles must be present on the PC running NetConfig for them to appear
in the Device Type list.

Select the Device Type you wish to update. In the example in Figure 3,
the 8964ENC Device Type has been selected. The modules accessible on
the network of this device type will appear in the window on the right
under the Client Name heading as shown.

The current software loaded on each module will be listed as well as the
IP address of the module client.

Check the corresponding Client Name boxes to upgrade the modules or
use the Select All button to update all modules of this type present on the
network.

Press the Update button to perform the update to all the selected
modules.

Once the updating is complete, select the Refresh button to make sure all
selected modules have updated to the correct software version which
will be reported in the window.
