V3.0 – Massive change in naming schemes for sources, destinations, and reentries.  This was released only as a deviation (D00001) to CDC in Atlanta and Yahoo! Broadcast in Dallas.   Introduction of the Large Matrix Edition (LME).

V3.1 – Added remote clients for integration with e-Route

V3.2 – Improved the performance of the dual configuration transfer. Reduced interrupt latency for the serial port operation at 38400 baud.

V3.3 - Adds the CSD2 panel to the 3500Plus.  The XP Patch software is now included in the standard Win3500 and Win3500Plus distribution.

Win3500Plus Configuration Upgrades

The preferred method of upgrading configurations saved to disk is to use the Win3500Plus’s File Import/Export mechanism.  This requires the user to load the configuration in the old version of Win3500Plus, export the configuration to a text file, import the text file in the new version of the Win3500Plus, and then save the configuration to disk.  

When importing to Win3500Plus versions V3.0 or V3.1 from pre-V3.0 text files, a message appears to the user indicating that they still have to clean up their configuration.  This cleanup only applies to users who used category/index operation on their control panels.  Since the change to V3.0 so radically changed this operation, the user needs to reevaluate how they are going to structure their panels for the new category operation.
