Connections

Plug the HPS17A Power Supply into an AC outlet.

When using less than 5 HCA17A User Stations:

Connect the user stations directly to the HPS17A Power

Supply using modular line cords.

When using 5 to 8 HCA17A User Stations: Connect an
HSB17 Modular Splitter to any one of the jacks on the
back of the HPS17A Power Supply. Then, use modular 3.
line cords to connect 5 HCA17A User Stations to the
Modular Splitter. Connect User Stations 6 to 8 to the

remaining jacks on the back of the power supply.

The HPS17A Power Supply may be mounted in an

equipment rack with optional rack mounts. See reverse

side of sheet for further information.

Operation

Turn down the HCA17A listen VOLUME control

to less than half way before putting on the headset.
Then, readjust the control as desired during
intercom use.

Put on the headset. Adjust the headband and
microphone for proper fit.

To turn the microphone on for continuous
conversation, place the MIC-ON switch in the up
position. Return the switch to the center-off
position to turn off the microphone.

For momentary, push-to-talk, microphone
operation, hold the MIC-ON switch in the down
position to talk. Then, release the switch when
finished talking and it will return to the center-off
position.

The HPS17A Power Supply has an overload
protection circuit which typically will only operate

if there is a short circuit in one of the line cords. In
this case, the Over Load light will turn on and
intercom communication will stop. Locate the
problem cord by unplugging each cord in turn until
the Over Load light turns off. Repair or replace the
defective cord.



Headset Replacement Instructions

Set the VOLUME control all the way to the minimum
position.

Pull off the VOLUME control knob.
Set the MIC-ON switch to the center-off position.

Remove the four screws from the back of the user
station (two of which hold the belt clip in place).

Pull off the front cover.

Note the headset connections on the circuit board, then
disconnect the headset.

Connect the new headset to the user station.

Reassemble the front cover, making sure the headset
cord strain relief is properly installed.

Reinstall the belt clip and the back cover screws.

HSB17 1x5 Modular Splitter. Plugs into one of the
intercom station jacks on the back of the HPS-17A Power
Supply. Provides 5 connectors for intercom stations.
(Note: You can connect up to 4 stations without the
splitter, and up to 8 stations when using the splitter).
HYB17, HYC17, and HYD17 Modular Line Cords.
Convenient prefabricated cords in several lengths to
connect intercom stations.

Audiocom RMK-S, Single-unit Rack Mount Kit: Mounts
a single half-rack wide unit, such as the HPS17A Power
Supply, in a standard 19" equipment rack.

Audiocom RMK-D, Dual-unit Rack Mount Kit: Mounts
two half-rack wide units in a side-by-side configuration.
