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K-Frame Release Notes Addendum, V17.3.0

About this Manual

IMPORTANT: K-FRM-100SXP frames with newer Controller board PNs 90-00085-002 and 90-
00085-003, these will need V17.0.3 or new SW. If you are using a new board as a spare,
please ensure you update your entire system to V17.0.3 or newer so the spare can be used.
IMPORTANT: The newest KAY Panels require V17.0.1 SW as a minimum. If you have
purchased a new KAY Panel, please ensure to upgrade the rest of your system to V17.3.0 or
newer.

IMPORTANT: V17.3.0 is only supported by the GV K-Frame XP and GV K-Frame X (Video
Production Center). It is recommended to update the SW and HAD on any spare
controller boards you may have as well.

NOTE: Starting with V16.2.5 the Menu only uses port numbers 6130 and 6131 to
communicate with the Frame.

NOTE: Bus Linking/Macros: V16.2.1 introduces a new Macro format. Macros of bus links
created in V16.0.0 to V16.2.0 may not correctly translate to the new macro format. These
macros will need to be corrected. The operator should validate that the Macro containing bus
linking was translated correctly before using the macro in a show by running it and confirming
the correct behavior. All other Macros should be properly translated.

NOTE: For K-Frame X systems: The V16.2.0 or later software includes changing the software
operating system for the frame to Linux-based software (see K-FRM-X-UPG-LX-KIT for
ordering). This change requires changing out the hard drives on the Frame Controller and
Image Store Controller boards before installing the V16.2.0 or newer software. It also means
that the frame console has significantly changed its console behavior and Secure Shell
Protocol (SSH) improving network security by requiring passwords for logging into the frame
console. The default username and password is “user” and “gvuser”. Please be aware that
your local engineering management may have changed this password. Please refer to the K-
Frame XP Installation and Service Manual for changes. The X will act similarly to an XP as
described in the manual.

The V17.3.0 software for the K-Frame X includes all of the bug fixes from V15.0.0. for the K-
Frame XP that are applicable to the K-Frame X. Also, device control system, IP 1/0 cards,
NMOS 1S-04 and IS-05 and Gearbox boards have had significant updates since V14.7.x. This
includes a number of menu screen changes.

This document includes “Resolved” and “Known” issues for K-Frame software version 17.3.0.
