New Supported Option
1. TVM/VTM A3-OPT 3 TL and A3-OPT 5 TL – Enhanced loudness and lip sync Audio option.
Corrected Items

Listed below are TVM/VTM Series items that were fixed since Version 4.59.

2. A3 Option 5 Dolby E  – Mute outputs when audio formats are not the selected format.  Requires a modified A3 Option 5 board.
3. Improved closed caption display quality, line wrapping and decoding.

4. Extended DVITC line selection to 30 lines.

5. Improved video timing accuracy of crossed reference conditions and input to input measurements.
6. A 2H line select waveform display of a single component shows two consecutive lines.

7. CLOCK DISPLAY menu under SYSTEM has been added to blank the system time present at the top of the display.
8. Teletext will resume decoding if the video input is momentarily interrupted.

9. Jitter Waveform displays properly for a unit containing OPT JEM input board with an OPT 10 Graphics Display Engine.

10. Improved waveform locking if external reference is momentarily interrupted.

Open Items

Listed below are TVM/VTM Series items that will be addressed in future firmware releases.  

USB

11. USB mouse control is not implemented.

12. USB Keyboard - The following non-numeric keys will not function correctly: INSERT, HOME, PAGE UP, DELETE, END, PAGE DOWN and the four ARROW keys.

Gamut and SDI Data Freeze

13. The color of the threshold rings always responds to live video.

14. Graphical Display Engine (GDE) OPT 10 – to view frozen Gamut SDI data when a vector pane is also displayed, the vector pane must display the frozen SDI data.

OPT ACV-2

15. Opt ACV-2 input board - when in C/D overlay mode and the composite signal is removed from a D input a vertical line will appear on the right side of the waveform display.

16. Opt ACV-2 input board - cycle power if the composite vector in C/D overlay mode fails to display one of the input channels properly or shows the phase incorrectly relative to the other channel. 

Miscellaneous

17. Before a flash update is initiated, cold start the unit.

18. Data Analyzer cannot be invoked when in Dual Link mode.

19. Data Analyzer Data Search – To find multiple occurrences of the requested data ID, move to the next line past the first occurrence and resume the search.
20. Graphical Display Engine (GDE) OPT 10 – When monochrome picture is selected, thumbnail will display in color.

21. Graphical Display Engine (GDE) OPT 10 with an Opt SD input board - Waveform in the lower right pane may disappear after preset *8 (factory default) is loaded when the unit is in the factory default state.  Waveform is restored when entering and exiting full screen display mode.

22. The waveform and vector display will flicker when waveform is in vertical sweep mode and input overlay (A/B, C/D).

23. Alarm Reporting Matrix LOG column has not been implemented.

24. Naming of presets must be done before the preset is stored otherwise the name will not be associated with the preset.

25. LTC continuity alarm will not alarm if the timecode does not advance.

26. Thumbnail picture, when part of a full screen display, may drop frames of video.

27. PEAK LOWER Alarm for PAL could be off by 30millivolts.
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
