There are three pressure settings. Increasing the pressure will improve the seal between the earcup and the headifar greater |
reduction. To change the pressure setting, remove the headset and fold the earcup inward as shown, then rotate the adjustme
knob to the desired setting. Repeat for both earcups. Both sides of the headband should be set to the same presdugepsetting t
